LAW ENFORCEMENT SALUTES

“Black Band” Over Police Badge
In early cultures, grieving families 

would display a piece of clothing from 
the deceased on themselves until the 

day of burial. Police and Fire adopted 
a similar ritual when one has fallen.

“Riderless Horse” 
An early army cavalry practice, a horse 

without a rider was escorted during 
a memorial ceremony to represent 

the loss of a fellow soldier.

Military “Taps” 
Dating back to the Civil War, the 24-notes 
played signaled to the troops the day’s end, 
or “lights-out”. In 1891, it became officially 
recognized as a part of all military funerals.

“21-Gun Salute”
In navy combat, a captured warship 
would have to fire its cannons until 
all ammunition was spent to show 
the lack of further hostile intent.

“Aircraft Missing 
Flyer Formation”

A military aviation practice much 
like the Riderless Horse practice, the 

grieving squadron of aircraft fly in delta 
formation less one to show their loss.
